On Establishment of the Agency on Atomic and Radiation Safety under the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic
The Interim Government of the Kyrgyz Republic in accordance with the Resolution of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic No.731 as of December 4, 2009 “On the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic” resolves to:
1. Establish the Agency on Atomic and Radiation Safety under the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic.

2. Approve enclosed hereto Regulations on the Agency on Atomic and Radiation Safety under the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic.
3. Assign  the Ministry of Emergency Situations  of the Kyrgyz Republic to  solve organizational, financial and other issues  of the Agency on Atomic and Radiation Safety under the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic within limits of resources provided from the state budget for 2010.

4. Entrust control over implementation of this Resolution  on the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Regulations

On the Agency on Atomic and Radiation Safety under the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic

I. General Provisions

1. Agency on Atomic and Radiation Safety under the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic (further Agency) is an independent subdivision within the Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic exercising state regulation of atomic and radiation safety. 

2. The Agency  is guided in its activity by the Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic, laws of the Kyrgyz Republic, resolutions of Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic, resolutions and instructions of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic, orders and instructions of the Ministry of Emergency Situations, by the current Regulations and other legal regulatory acts of the Kyrgyz Republic.
3. The Agency carries out its work in concert with other government bodies, international and other organizations.

4. The Agency has an independent balance of capital and circulating assets.  Its activity is funded from the state budget  for the relevant year, as well as from other sources, which are not forbidden by the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.
5. The Agency is a legal person having a stamp with a state emblem of the Kyrgyz Republic and its title in state and official languages on it,  current account  within the treasure system of the Kyrgyz Republic. 

6. The Agency is located on the following address: 723500, 11 Muminova Street, Osh city.

7. Legal organizational form is a state institution.

II. Aims and Tasks of the Agency

8. The aim of the Agency is implementation of a state policy on  atomic and radiation safety.
9. Tasks of the Agency: 

· development of technical regulations and other regulatory acts establishing requirements on  atomic and radiation safety that are subject to compulsory  application and observation;

· coordination of organizations dealing with atomic and radiation safety issues;

· development of proposals aimed to attract investment into atomic and radiation safety.
III. Functions of the Agency

10. Agency performs the following functions: 

· in accordance with the established procedure develops and implements state programs on protection of population and territories from radiation risks;

· exercises control over fulfillment of international  norms and rules, inspection and evaluation of organizations activities on atomic and radiation safety in production, processing, use, storing, moving radioactive materials and handling radioactive wastes in accordance with the technical regulations;
· takes part in implementing cooperation with authorized bodies of other states and international organizations on security issues in using radioactive materials and non-proliferation of  nuclear weapons;

· disseminates knowledge among population  about radiation safety of population and territories.

IV. Rights of the Agency

11. The Agency in accordance with its entrusted functions has the right to:

· attract specialists of scientific-research, design and survey and other organizations to carry out independent expertise in radiation safety area;

· arrange development of draft legal and regulatory acts on radiation safety issues;
· request and receive information concerning the Agency’s activity from government and local self-government bodies, organizations and enterprises, official persons and citizens of the Kyrgyz Republic;

· conclude agreements and contracts within its competencies;

· give proposals and orders to government bodies, juridical and physical persons regardless of the form of ownership, to stop the activity having a potential radiation threat, or to perform appropriate activity and warn population living in potential radiation risk area;

· place a compulsory insurance  against accidents and deaths of workers during the work in radiation risk areas;
· have special transport vehicles equipped in accordance with established procedure with identification signs, signalization and means  of communication; 

· use republican and departmental means of communication as a priority ones for the communication and transfer of  information.

V. Arrangement of Agency work
12. The Agency is headed by the Director appointed and fired by the Prime Minister  of the Kyrgyz Republic upon recommendation of the Minister of Emergency Situations.

13. Director:

· leads the work of the Agency;

· acts on behalf of the Agency without   warranty, represents it in all institutions and organizations;
· bears personal responsibility for full and quality implementation of tasks and  functions entrusted on the Agency; 

· manages property and resources of the Agency, organizes financial economic activity of the Agency in accordance with legislation;

·  concludes agreements, gives power of attorney, opens accounts in systems of treasury and banking institutions;

· in compliance with the established procedure appoints and fires civil servicemen and employees of the Agency in accordance with personnel guides  of the Agency;   
· imposes disciplinary fines on employees of the Agency and encourages them within his/her competency;

· organizes training and retraining of specialists of the Agency to increase their qualification level;  

· approves regulations on structural subdivisions of the Agency;

· exercises other rights not contradicting the legislation of the Kyrgyz republic.

14. Deputy Director and Chief Accountant of the Agency are appointed and fired by the Minister of Emergency Situations of the Kyrgyz Republic upon recommendation of the Agency.

15. Forms and sizes of salaries of civil servants and employees of the Agency are established  in accordance with legislation within limits established by the labor payment fund. 
VI. Property, accounting and reporting 
16. Property is secured to the Agency on the right of daily management, used strictly for designated purpose in accordance with its mandate.  
17. Alienation or management of secured property in other ways is implemented  in accordance with the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic. 

18. The Agency carries out statistical recording and accounting in accordance with the current legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.  

19. Uncollectible bills from capital funds of the  Agency balance, as well as  costs born due to  termination or conservation of  contracts may be written off in accordance with legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.  
VII. Reorganization and liquidation

20. Agency is reorganized and liquidated in accordance with the legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic. 

21. In case of termination of Agency  the documents are stored and used in accordance with legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic on national archive fund.
